Over the years, foresters
have interpreted the provisions to mean that bamboo being a tree is timber and therefore under ‘the control of
the forest department. People, who live in the forests, have no right to sell the nationalized minor produce, other
than to Governments. They remain wage labourer and collectors for contractors and forest department.
